Background: “Sustainable management of a place begins with understanding and defining … its significance. Communicating that significance to everyone concerned with a place … is then essential if all are to act in awareness of its heritage values. Only through understanding the significance of a place is it possible to assess how the qualities that people value are vulnerable to harm or loss. That understanding should then provide the basis for developing and implementing management strategies … that will best sustain the heritage values of a place in its setting. Every conservation decision should be based on an understanding of its likely impact on the significance of the fabric and other aspects of the place concerned.”
